Sandhurst takes into account ESG considerations, which may also include labour standards, in the selection, retention and 

realisation of asset managers and favours asset managers who integrate those considerations into their investment analysis 

for this Fund. We target that at a minimum, 75% of the Fund will be invested in investment vehicles managed by asset 

managers who incorporate these considerations, primarily focusing on shares of listed entities (both Australian and 

international) and fixed interest. We note that the extent to which these considerations are taken into account is a matter for 

each asset manager and varies between asset managers.

Financial assets

The Fund classifies its financial assets in the following measurement categories:

•     those to be measured at amortised cost

Classification

The Fund applied for the first-time certain standards and amendments, which are effective for the year ended 30 June 

2023. The Fund has not early adopted any other standard, interpretation or amendment that has been issued but not yet 

effective.

The Fund classifies its assets based on its business model for managing those financial assets and the contractual cash flow 

characteristics of the financial assets.

The Fund's portfolio of financial assets is managed and performance is evaluated on a fair value basis in accordance with 

the Fund's documented investment strategy. The Fund's policy is for the Responsibility Entity to evaluate the information 

about these financial assets on a fair value basis together with other related financial information.

For financial instruments that are measured at fair value through profit or loss, they do not represent solely payments of 

principal and interest. This category includes investment in unlisted managed investment schemes.

For cash and cash equivalents and other receivables, these assets are held in order to collect the contractual cash flows. 

The contractual terms of these assets give rise, on specified dates, to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and 

interest on the principal amount outstanding. Consequently, these are measured at amortised cost.

The financial report of the Fund for the year ended 30 June 2023 was authorised for issue in accordance with a resolution of 

the directors of the Responsible Entity on 18 September 2023.

The financial reporting complies with Australian Accounting Standards as issued by the Australian Accounting Standards 

Board and International Financial Reporting Standards as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board.

The financial report is a general purpose financial report, which has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of 

the Corporations Act 2001, Australian Accounting Standards and other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian 

Accounting Standards Board. The financial report has been prepared in accordance with the historical cost convention, 

except for the valuation of investments in financial assets, which have been measured at fair value.

 The Statement of Financial Position is presented on a liquidity basis. Assets and liabilities are presented in decreasing order 

of liquidity and are not distinguished between current and non-current. Additional information regarding this is included in the 

relevant notes. The financial statements are prepared on a going concern basis.

The financial report is presented in Australian dollars and all values are rounded to the nearest thousand dollars ($'000) 

unless otherwise stated under the option available to the Fund under ASIC Class Order 2016/191. The Fund is an entity to 

which the class order applies.

The Fund is a for-profit entity for the purpose of preparing financial statements.

The Fund is a Managed Investment Scheme, constituted on 22 July 2016. Sandhurst Trustees Limited, the Responsible Entity 

of the Fund, is incorporated and domiciled in Australia.

No amendment had an impact on the financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2023.

(e) Comparative revisions

For financial assets and financial liabilities at amortised cost, they are initially measured at fair value including directly 

attributable costs and are subsequently measured according to their classification using the effective interest method. Gains 

and losses are recognised in profit or loss when the assets and liabilities are derecognised, as well as through the 

amortisation process.

The effective interest method (EIR) is a method of calculating the amortised cost of a financial asset or a financial liability 

and of allocating and recognising the interest income or interest expense in profit or loss over the relevant period. The 

effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments or receipts through the expected 

life of the financial asset or financial liability to the gross carrying amount of the financial asset or to the amortised cost of 

the financial liability. When calculating the effective interest rate, the Fund estimates cash flows considering all contractual 

terms of the financial instruments, but does not consider expected credit losses. The calculation includes all fees paid or 

received between parties to the contract that are an integral part of the effective interest rate, transaction costs and all 

other premiums or discounts.

When an investment is disposed, the cumulative gain or loss, net of tax thereon, is recognised as realised gains and losses 

from the sale of financial instruments in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

At each reporting date, the Fund shall measure the loss allowance on financial assets at amortised cost (cash and cash 

equivalents and other receivables) at an amount equal to the lifetime expected credit losses if the credit risk has increased 

significantly since initial recognition. If, at the reporting date, the credit risk has not increased significantly since initial 

recognition, the Fund shall measure the loss allowance at an amount equal to 12-month expected credit losses. Significant 

financial difficulties of the counter party, probability that the counter party will enter bankruptcy or financial reorganisation, 

and default in payments are all considered indicators that credit risk may have significantly increased. A significant increase 

in credit risk is defined by management as any contractual payment which is more than 30 days past due. If the credit risk 

increases to the point that it is considered to be credit impaired, interest income will be calculated based on the gross 

carrying amount adjusted for the loss allowance.

For financial liabilities that are not classified and measured at fair value through profit or loss, these are classified as financial 

liabilities at amortised cost (distributions payable and management fees payable).

The Fund recognises financial assets and financial liabilities on the date it becomes party to the contractual agreement 

(trade date) and recognises changes in fair value of the financial assets or financial liabilities from this date.

Financial assets are derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows from the financial assets have expired or the Fund 

has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership. Financial liabilities are derecognised when the obligation 

under the liabilities are discharged.

At initial recognition, the Fund measures financial assets and financial liabilities at its fair value. Transaction costs of financial 

assets and financial liabilities carried at fair value through profit or loss are expensed in the statement of comprehensive 

income as part of the management fee and other expense recoveries by the Responsible Entity.

Subsequent to initial recognition, all financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are measured at fair 

value. Gains and losses arising from changes in the fair value of the 'financial assets or liabilities at fair value through profit or 

loss' category are presented in the statement of comprehensive income in the period in which they arise. Interest earned on 

these instruments are recorded separately in interest revenue in the Statement of Comprehensive Income.

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the Statement of Financial Position when the Fund 

has a legally enforceable right to offset the recognised amounts, and there is an intention to settle on a net basis or realise 

the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

As at the end of the reporting period, there are no financial assets or liabilities offset or with the right to offset in the 

Statement of Financial Position.

Interest income from all interest bearing financial instruments are recognised on an accrual basis, using the effective interest 

rate method

Under current legislation, the Fund is not subject to income tax provided the unitholders are presently entitled to the income 

of the Fund and the Fund fully distributes its net taxable income. 

Unit Prices are determined in accordance with the Fund's Constitution and are calculated on the net assets attributable to 

unitholders of the Fund, less estimated costs divided by the number of units on issue, on a forward pricing basis, as 

determined by the Responsible Entity.

Non-distributable income is retained in net assets attributable to unitholders and may consist of unrealised changes in the 

net fair value of investments, accrued income not yet assessable, expenses provided or accrued for which are not yet 

deductible, net capital losses or tax free or tax deferred income. Net capital gains on the realisation of any investments 

(including any adjustments for tax deferred income previously retained in net assets attributable to unitholders) and accrued 

income not yet assessable will be included in the determination of distributable income in the same period as it becomes 

assessable for tax. Movements in net assets attributable to unitholders are recognised in the Statement of Comprehensive 

Income as finance cost.

Gains and losses on investments are calculated as the difference between the fair value at sale, or at the year end, and the 

fair value at the previous valuation point. This includes both realised gains and losses and unrealised gains and losses, but 

does not include interest or distribution income. These are included in the Statement of Comprehensive Income in the period 

they are incurred in accordance with the policies described in Note 2(d).

(iii) Investment income

Fees, commissions and other expenses are carried at cost, which is the fair value of the consideration to be paid in the future 

for goods and services received, whether or not billed to the Fund. Payables include outstanding settlements on the 

purchase of investments and management fees payable. The credit and payment terms are in line with market practice and 

is generally less than 30 days. Outstanding other payables are usually settled within three days.

Receivables are recognised and carried at the nominal amount, less a provision for expected credit loss. Amounts are 

generally received within 30 days of being recorded as receivables. Outstanding other receivables are usually settled within 

three days.

In accordance with the Fund's Constitution, the Fund fully distributes its distributable income to unitholders. Distributions are 

payable at the end of each quarter period. Such distributions are determined by reference to the taxable income of the 

Fund. Distributable income includes capital gains arising from the disposal of investments. Unrealised gains and losses on 

investments that are recognised as income are transferred to net assets attributable to unitholders and are not assessable 

and distributable until realised. Capital losses are not distributed to unitholders but are retained to be offset against any 

future realised capital gains. Distributions to unitholders are recognised in the Statement of Comprehensive Income as 

finance costs.

Other receivables

Income is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Fund and the income can be 

reliably measured. The following specific recognition criteria must also be met before income is recognised:

For the purpose of the Statement of Cash Flows, cash and cash equivalents, in the Statement of Financial Position comprise 

cash on hand, demand deposits and short term deposits in banks with original maturities of three months or less which are 

subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

Cash flows are included in the Statement of Cash Flows on a gross basis and the GST component of cash flows arising 

from investing and financing activities, which is recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation authority are classified as 

operating cash flows.

Redeemable units

The rights, obligations and restrictions attached to each unitholder are identical in all respects.

Each unit issued confers upon the unitholder an equal interest in the Fund, and is of equal value. A unit does not confer to the 

unitholder any particular asset or investment of the Fund. Unitholders have various rights under the Constitution and the 

Corporations Act 2001, including the right to:

Expenses incurred by the Fund are recognised net of the amount of GST which is able to be recovered from the Australian 

Taxation Office (ATO). Reduced input tax credits (RITC) recoverable by the Fund from the ATO are recognised as 

receivables in the Statement of Financial Position.

The fair value of financial assets and financial liabilities recorded in the Statement of Financial Position is derived from both 

active markets and valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is 

directly or indirectly observable.

For financial instruments quoted in an active market (level 1 in the fair value hierarchy), the market price at measurement date 

provides the most reliable evidence of fair value. When fair value is based on an observable market price (level 2 in the fair 

value hierarchy), the quoted price at the measurement date provides the most reliable input. 

Level 2 inputs are inputs other than quoted prices included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either 

directly or indirectly. If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, a Level 2 input must be observable for 

substantially the full term of the asset or liability. Level 2 inputs include the following:

a)  quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active markets.

b)  quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in markets that are not active.

c)  inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or liability, for example:

     i)  interest rates and yield curves observable at commonly quoted intervals;

     ii)  implied volatilities; and

     iii) credit spreads.

d) market-corroborated inputs.

The liabilities arising from the redeemable units are carried at the redemption amount being the net asset value calculated in 

accordance with redemption requirements. The Fund net asset value per unit is calculated by dividing the net assets 

attributable to unitholders (calculated in accordance with redemption requirements) by the number of units on issue.

The preparation of the Fund’s financial statements does not require management to make any significant judgments, 

estimates and assumptions, except for the following, that affect the amounts recognised in the financial statements.

Redeemable units are redeemable at the unitholder's option at anytime for cash equal to a proportionate share of the Fund 

net asset value (calculated in accordance with redemption requirements) and are classified as financial liabilities. The 

financial liability is disclosed on the Statement of Financial Position as ‘Net Assets attributable to Unitholders (Liability)’. The 

units are classified as financial liabilities due to the fact that, in addition to the contractual obligation to pay cash to 

unitholders’ upon redemption, the Fund also has compulsory distribution clauses in the Fund constitution.

Income, expenses and assets, with the exception of receivables and payables, are recognised net of the amount of GST to 

the extent that the GST is recoverable from the taxation authority. Where GST is not recoverable, it is recognised as part of 

the cost of acquisition of the asset or part of the expense item as applicable.

This valuation of net assets is different from the International Financial Reporting Standards valuation requirements. The 

difference between the two valuations is presented in Note 8(b) as ‘Adjustment from nav-market prices to bid-market prices’.

The fair value of units in unlisted managed investment schemes is determined by reference to published bid prices at the 

close of business on the reporting date, being the redemption price as established by the underlying scheme's responsible 

entity.

The Fund invests in managed funds which are not quoted in an active market. The Fund's investment manager considers the 

valuation techniques and inputs used in valuing these funds as part of its due diligence prior to investing, to ensure they are 

reasonable and appropriate and therefore the Net Asset Value (NAV) of these funds may be used as an input into 

measuring their fair value. In measuring fair value, consideration is also paid to any transactions in the units of the fund. 

Depending on the nature and level of adjustments needed to the NAV and the level of trading in the fund, the Fund classifies 

these funds as Level 2.
